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Science


Broaden scientific understanding of the world through exploration, observation, research and testing in the topic area of sound.


Investigate and observe how sound is created.


Identify high and low sounds.


Identify loud and quiet sounds.


Describe how sound changes over distance.


Investigate which is the best material to absorb sound.


Explain how sound travels to our ears.


Through working scientifically, children will use and develop their practical scientific methods, processes and skills:


Planning different types of scientific enquiries; taking measurements, using a range of scientific equipment, with increasing accuracy and precision; recording data and results; using test results to make predictions to set up further comparative and fair tests
