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Maths


Developing confidence and mental fluency with whole numbers, counting and place value.  Using accurate mathematical vocabulary linked to shape and measures etc.


Addition and subtraction  -  represent and use number bonds and related facts within 20.


Multiplication and division -recognise, find and name a half of a number or an object. Know and use the 2 x tables as half and doubling. 





Measurement – compare, describe and solve practical problems involving length, mass and capacity. Using technical vocabulary such as shorter, longer, full, empty, heavier, lighter.


Tell the time to the hour and half past.


Geometry –recognise and name simple 2D and 3D shapes.

English 


Reading  - Key texts Superkid by Claire Freedman


Developing pleasure and motivation to read.  


Understand the meaning of new words or phrases.


Make relevant comments about what is read to them including significance of titles and events.


Draw on phonic knowledge.


Draw on their own experiences, background information and illustrations to make sense of what they have read.


Writing Composition – Say out loud what they are going to write about. Compose a sentence orally before writing it. Sequence sentences to form short narratives. Re-read what they have written to check it makes sense. Read aloud their writing clearly enough to be heard by peers and teachers. Discuss what they have written with the teacher and other pupils.


Non Fiction: Create a fact file. Write labels and captions.


Narrative: Write a fantasy story about a rescue. 


Poetry: Write own Christmas poems.


Spelling: Lists sent home at the beginning of each half term including High Frequency Words.


Grammar: Continuing to learn about capital letter use, full stops, nouns, adjectives and verbs.


Handwriting: To be able to orient letters correctly starting and finishing in the correct place.


Emphasis on neat presentation in all written work.
