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Science





In Science we will explore the human body including the different parts and our senses.


We will also complete investigations including ‘Can we rescue a superhero?’. In this investigation we will explore different materials and their properties.


 








English 


Reading  - Key texts: ‘


Developing pleasure and motivation to read.  Comprehension skills focusing on Y1 key skills/content domains both during whole class reading and guided group reading.


Speaking and Listening – Perform poetry and listen to a range of stories.


Writing Composition - Writing for different purposes and audiences. 


Nonfiction: Create fact files on different superheroes.


Fiction Creating our own comic strips and superhero stories.


Poetry Creating an onomatopoeia (sound) poem.


Spelling: Linked to Phase 4 and 5 phonics as well as the National Curriculum requirements. 


Grammar: Linked to the National Curriculum requirements for Year 4.


Handwriting: Focussing on letter formation.








Geography


In Geography we will create a map for a superhero and explore contrasting parts of the world.





Maths





Our mental maths starters and activities during transitions will focus on counting forwards and backwards, adding numbers mentally, mentally subtracting one number from 20, counting in multiples and number bonds.


Shapes and Patterns Recognise and name common 2D and 3D shapes and describe position, direction and movement, including whole and half turns.





Numbers to 20  Count to 20, forwards and backwards, count, read and write numbers to 20 in numerals and words. Count in multiples of two and five. Double and halve numbers to 20.





Addition and Subtraction within 20 Represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 20. Add and subtract one and two digit number numbers to 20, including zero. Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+) and subtraction (-) and equals sign (=). Solve one step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 = _ - 9. Estimate to check answers.

Gymnastics – We will learn a number of gymnastic skills including focussing on flight, bouncing, jumping and landing. By the end of this unit the children should be able to bounce, hop, spring and jump using a variety of take offs and landing. They will be able to observe, recognise and copy different body shapes. The children will link two or more actions with control and repeat them.  Finally, they should be able to describe what they see using appropriate vocabulary.
